Surrey Wildlife Trust was one of the first
organisations in the country to be awarded the
Learning Outside the Classroom Quality Badge,
recognising the Trust as a provider of quality,
safely managed educational experiences for
young people.

The Quality Badge is a brand new scheme that, for
the first time, combines learning and safety into
one easily recognisable badge for all organisations
providing outside learning.

This year we also launched a new adult education
programme, organising 20 courses on a wide
variety of subjects such as otters, reptiles and
dragonflies, with more than 320 people attending.

We were delighted to have received the ‘Making a
Difference Award’ from Surrey County Council’s
Employ Ability service, for showing exceptional
commitment to supporting people with learning
disabilities and autistic spectrum disorders in the
workplace. We also received the Mayor’s Award
in the ‘Access to the Countryside’ category for
our services to the disabled, especially pleasing as
Guildford residents made the nomination.

Surrey Greenspace Project

Following the award, by the Heritage Lottery Fund,
of £485,000 together with funding from Woking,
Reigate and Banstead, and Guildford Borough
Councils we launched the Surrey Greenspace

Project. This is a five year project concentrating

on communities and schools in three target areas.
We aim to encourage and support a wider
audience to actively engage with their local wildlife
and Greenspaces.

For example we have helped a group of young
people from Route 4 at the Oakley Centre in
Merstham to design and build two raised beds
for vegetable growing, a seating area, stag beetle
loggery, insect hotels and bird feeding station.

Funds from the High Sheriff Awards also
contributed to the project and the year 10
students attended the recent High Sheriff Awards
evening in Leatherhead, where they shared their
achievements from the Garden Project.

Securing unrestricted income is still a major
priority as this maintains the infrastructure of
the Trust, providing the foundation for our core
conservation work.
